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The Working Week was finished two weeks ago. It is exciting for me to take part in the scheme. Now I would like to share with you the experience and feeling gained during ‘working week’.

At first, I thought that being a teacher is rather easy and enjoyable, but the result was quite in the contrary with my expectation and I know I am wrong. Teachers have to cope with many difficulties from all sides including parents, students and heavy workload.

I was a science teacher of a F.1 class and I thought I was competent to be a good teacher. But I knew I was wrong then. The students were extremely quiet and they felt bored. I did all the talking during the lesson whereas students sat back just like watching movies and did not participate in the lesson. The atmosphere of the classroom was quite strange and everyone liked to get the lesson over as soon as possible. In addition, they had no questions to ask. Thus, I thought all of them knew what I had said. But the result from their test revealed it was an illusion only. Half of the students failed tragically. Afterwards, I tried to explore their interest in this subject, they behaved in the same way regardless whatever I had done. I did not know what else I could do and I felt very depressed and distressed. Besides, I was very exhausted and disappointed and I could not sleep during the night. I was so sad and even wanted to give up. At that moment, an experienced teacher told me that being a successful teacher is not an easy task-having a good knowledge with interesting teaching method is the only way. I started to change my methodology and tried to crack some jokes during the lesson. I found the mood of the lesson was a bit relaxed and comfortable. They made good progress in their studies and we became a big family soon……
This unique experience teaches me that the students’ behavior is very important in the lesson and it certainly affects teacher’s teaching. Therefore, I have changed my teaching methodology and I believe it is the only way leading to be a successful teacher.
